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Library Preparing for
Phased Reopening

As Long Island emerges from the state’s “Pause,” library staff is
looking forward to welcoming the public into the library once
again. As of press time, we are awaiting guidance from state and
health officials as to what restrictions must be in place. Please
check our website (www.shpl.info) regularly for details and up-
dates on hours and services.

Our existing Grab and Go materials pickup service will continue;
order items online, by phone or by email, and we'll call you when
they are ready. Details are on the website.

When the time comes, library patrons and staff will be required to
wear masks in public areas of the building. We ask you to please
stay home if you are not feeling well.

In the meantime, library staff has been working hard to prepare
the building to safeguard everyone’s health and safety:

o The library underwent a deep cleaning, and our mainte-
nance staff cleans regularly in accordance with CDC guidelines.

o Clear Plexiglass barriers have been installed at the Circula-
tion Desk and the Adult, Children’s and Young Adult service desks.
o Furniture has been removed to allow for social distancing.
o The number of public computer terminals has been re-

duced to allow for social distancing, and Plexiglass barriers have
been installed between work stations. Limits may be imposed on
computer usage.

o Library materials can be returned to the curbside Book
Drop. Returned materials are being quarantined for 72 hours be-
fore being checked in and re-shelved. As a result, you may still see
the items on your card. Late fines are not being assessed.

Even though we will soon be able to offer some in-person library
services, programming for all ages will still be conducted online.
Please visit our website calendar regularly to see what is being of-
fered.

We look forward to seeing everyone soon. It will be different, but
we love our patrons and have worked hard to be able to provide li-
brary services with everyone’s safety in mind while abiding by the
required New York State guidelines.

Library Trustee Vote Update

In the first all-mail vote of its kind, library Trustees Stella Fox
and Eleanora Ferrante were expected to be re-elected by South
Huntington voters last month. Both were running unopposed.
The state extended the deadline to count the ballots to June
16, which is after the newsletter deadline.

Mrs. Fox was running for another five-year term, and Mrs. Fer-
rante was seeking a one-year term, to finish the term of former
trustee Kate Rea, who resigned and moved out of state last
year.

The library opted to cancel its April budget vote and use this
year's tax levy next year. An executive order from the New York
State Governor gave the library the option to coordinate with
the South Huntington School District on the trustee vote, which
was conducted using ballots mailed to all registered voters in
the community.

If you've wanted to trace your family’s roots,
the library offers access to a number of re-
sources that can help with your search, in-
cluding Ellis Island, FamilySearch, Fold3,
HeritageQuest and more.

Historical newspapers can also be valuable
resources for genealogical research. The li-
brary offers access to The New York Times
Historical (1851-2014) and Newsday Histori-
cal (1940-1989), plus historic newspapers
from around New York State, including
Brooklyn, the Hudson Valley and Long Is-
land.

The Library also offers access to Ancestry Li-
brary Edition. Generally it is only available
for use inside the library. However, during
the pandemic period, Ancestry has made it
available from home as well. As of press
time, it was not clear whether that would
continue into the summer.

AARP Updates: Tax Filing and Smart Driving

Since the federal and New York State tax deadline has been extended to
July 15, 2020, there may be people who still need to file their return.
Although AARP Foundation Tax-Aide in-person service is suspended, they
are now able to offer options that allow you to file your tax returns at no
cost with assistance from IRS-certified volunteers if needed. These options
eliminate physical contact and document exchange while maintaining the
security of your personal information. You will need a computer with inter-
net to access these options.

If you have not decided which online software package to use, the Tax-Aide
program recommends Taxslayer — essentially the same software they use at
in-person sites. There are no limitations for age or income. This option in-
cludes free access to the Tax-Aide “Help Desk"” to provide assistance as you
prepare your return. Volunteers may not be able to provide remote assis-
tance if there are complicated tax documents. To get srarted, go to
www.tinyurl.com/taxsoftware2.

If you need assistance as you prepare your return, you may request help by
filling out the form at aarp.org/forms/tax-prep-assistance-request.html. A
Tax-Aide volunteer from your state will contact you. Please note that aides
cannot enter information into the software — you must self-prepare your
return.

An alternative is online self-preparation using Free File Alliance software
from TurboTax or OnLine Taxes. Eligibility requirements differ for each of
these packages. For more information and links to software, go to
signup.aarpfoundation.org/preparing-your-taxes-online.

Meanwhile, AARP has placed its in-person Smart Driver classes on hold for
the remainder of the year.
